ABOUT JOINING DUCHY COLLEGE

As we begin our new co-ed era as Duchy College from September 2026, we are delighted to welcome

applications for pupils to join us in all year groups.

We believe joining a new school should be exciting and engaging for pupils and stress-free for parents.
We do not select pupils based solely on academic attainment, despite our excellent academic achievements.
We look for pupils who are passionate about joining us and who have the potential to contribute to our

vibrant and diverse community.

Joining Duchy College Pre-School
2-4 years

Children can join us at any point in the year but we normally
recommend applying as early as possible to ensure your
required sessions are available. We also understand children
develop at different rates so we do not set any specific
development criteria for joining Pre-School.

We normally recommend parents start their journey with a
personal visit as a first step. This will provide an opportunity
to view the facilities, meet members of staff and other
children and get a feel of day to day life at Pre-School.

Before and After School Care

To help families juggling busy schedules, we run our own
Before and After School programme from 7.30am and until
6pm. Before and After School Care is run by our own staff as
an extension of the standard school day. Before and After
School care is available for Reception to Year 6 pupils. It is
charged at a rate of £5 per 30 minutes (not subject to VAT).

Please note a late pick-up charge of £35 will be applied for
any child who is not picked up promptly by 6pm.

Early Years Funding

Early Years Funding is available for all eligible 2, 3 and 4 year
olds.

EYFS Holiday Care

During the school holidays, Pre-School children have the
option to attend our Holiday Camps. These are designed to
enable them to play and have fun, while easing the childcare
pressures on parents.

We offer a standard day from 9am-4pm charged at £50.00
per day. The options of an early drop off, from 8am, and a late
pickup, until 5pm, are each charged at £8.00 per day.
Together with our termly provision, the holiday camps cover
48 weeks of the year.



Joining Duchy College Prep
4-1 years

Joining Duchy College Seniors
11-16 years

Most children join Prep at the age of 4 into our Reception
classes. Children join us from a wide range of nursery and
pre-school settings across Harrogate and the surrounding
area, as well as from our own Duchy College Pre-School
(children from our pre-school and the siblings of current
pupils are given priority places in our Reception classes).

We also have children who join us throughout the year in
other year groups as families move into the area, or choose to
move schools for other reasons. We recommend a personal
visit as a first step. This is a great way to understand Duchy
College Prep and what makes us unique.

Prep fees are inclusive of VAT, lunch, tuition, textbooks,
personal accident insurance and an extensive extra-curricular
programme. Boarding fees also include accommodation
(during term time), all meals (breakfast, lunch and supper) and
a full laundry service.

Before and After School Care and Holiday Clubs

As with Pre-School, we run our own Before and After School
programme to help families juggling busy lives. Many
families combine this with our extensive programme of
extra-curricular clubs. Before and After School care is
available for Reception to Year 6 pupils. It is charged at a rate
of £5 per 30 minutes (not subject to VAT).

Please note a late pick-up charge of £35 will be applied for
any child who is not picked up promptly by 6pm.

Reception children are welcome to join our EYFS Holiday
Camps (see previous Duchy College Pre-School section for
further details). For children in Prep 1 upwards, we host on-site
activity camps run by the popular holiday club provider, Total
Sports — visit www.totalsportslimited.co.uk for further
details.

Our co-ed provision will be phased into our senior school in
the following way:

2027/28 Years7 & 8 co-educational  Years 9-11 girls only
2028/29 Years 7-9 co-educational Years 10 & 11 girls only
2029/30 Years 7-10 co-educational Year 11 girls only
2030/31 Fully co-educational

Entry into Year 7

Our biggest intake into Seniors is in Year 7. Pupils join us from
a wide range of prep and junior schools across Harrogate,
Yorkshire, the UK and the world. Throughout the application
process, pupils and parents have the opportunity to get to
know the school, the teachers and the other families looking
to join our community.

Year 7 Taster Day, November 2026: Most Year 7 applicants
attend our Taster Day in the Autumn Term of Year 6. Year 5
pupils are also encouraged to attend.

Entrance Exams and Scholarship Assessment: Once
we have received your application form, your child will
be invited to join us for Scholarship Assessments and
Entrance Exams in January 2027. Our Entrance Exams
include Maths, English and Non-Verbal Reasoning, as
well as an interview with either the Principal or one of
our senior members of staff.

Year 7 Offers: We aim to send out Year 7 offers by the
end of January 2027.

Acceptance Deadline: In line with all independent
schools, once you have received an offer you will be
asked to confirm your acceptance and return your
deposit.

We understand sometimes circumstances change so we
also accept applications for entry into Year 7 outside these
timescales, subject to availability of places.

Entry Into Other Year Groups

While our largest intake into Seniors is in Year 7, we also
accept applications for entry into all other year groups, subject
to availability. The process for application into other year
groups roughly follows that of Year 7, however it is undertaken
on an individual basis at a time to suit you and your child.

Assessment for entry into other year groups includes entrance
papers in Maths and English as well as an interview with

our Principal. We will also ask for a copy of your child’s most
recent school report and, with your permission, we'll request
a reference from their current school. Once the assessment
process is complete, we will aim to send you an offer as soon
as possible; typically within one week.

Joining Duchy College Sixth Form
16-18 years

Our co-ed provision will be phased into our Sixth Form in the
following way:

Year 12 co-educational Year 13 — girls only

2027/28 Fully co-educational

Like other areas of school, we aim to make the process
of applying and joining Sixth Form as simple as possible,
particularly as pupils are typically in the midst of their
GCSE studies.

We recommend a personal visit on a normal teaching day as a
first step to give you a real feel for our Sixth Form community.

As part of the Sixth Form application process, we ask pupils
to sit entrance papers in Maths and English as well as an
interview with our Principal. We will also ask for copies of your
child’s most recent school report and, with your permission,
we will request a reference from their current school.

Once assessment is complete, we will aim to send you an
offer as soon as possible, typically within one week.

Ethos and Aims

We aim to develop a deep passion for learning and a love of
life in all of our pupils. This ethos underpins everything we do
and is at the heart of our school community.

Financial Assistance

We are committed to widening access to our school to
families who might not otherwise be able to fund a place.
In line with this, we provide financial assistance to a small
number of families each year in the form of means tested
bursaries up to 100%.

Fee Discounts for All Duchy College Applicants

15% discount on all fees is applied for the children of
serving members of the regular UK Armed Forces.

Children of former pupils are eligible for a 10% fee
reduction.

A discount of 5% is available for any pupil who has
a younger sibling in school.

Parents are entitled to benefit from one of the above
concessions only. This will be the highest percentage
concession.

Registration Fee and Deposit

There is a non-refundable Registration Fee of £120 for all
applications. To accept an offer of a place, we will also ask
you to pay a deposit of £360 for Pre-School and Prep, £600
for Seniors and Sixth Form and £1200 for boarding places.

School Transport

We welcome day pupils from a wide range of locations
across Yorkshire. To help parents juggle busy family lives,
we operate five daily bus services to and from our school.
Our bus services are operated by our own members of staff
and are available on a flexible basis (subject to availability).
